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should deliver self-service check-in, baggage reconcil-
iation, improved flight information displays and other
enhancements to the African country’s three main
airports at Dar-es-Salaam, Mwanza and Arusha. The
program is expected to run seven years.

The biggest part of the effort will be at Dar-Es-
Salaam’s Julius Nyerere International Airport, where
Terminal 1 and 2 will receive upgrades. There, bag-
gage-handling equipment and an airport communica-
tions network are being installed.

At the Arusha and Mwanza facilities, common use
terminal equipment and local departure control sys-
tems are planned.

SITA said the project includes installing common
use self-service kiosks, a first in the country. More-
over, the company promised the baggage reconcilia-
tion initiative will cut mishandled baggage rates 5%-
