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3G ON THE MOVE
Satellite communications firm TriaGnoSys and UMTS equipment provider 3Way Networks have joined forces to produce an integrated 3G mobile network using satellite communications, which will enable cost-effective and robust satellite telephony from anywhere in the world, even on board ships and airplanes.

The system, which will be available by April, consists of a picocell, which will take signals from mobile devices and transmit them to and from a satellite. The satellite, in turn will transmit the signals to the public network.  

According to the companies, their joint solution provides full 3G operability based on UMTS, with transmission rates that are many times faster than older technologies. It also includes access to a high-speed data connection, and allows point-to-point communication within the site without going over the satellite.
